Promise to Protect; Pledge to Heal - In an effort to
protect all children and to promote healing, the Diocese of
Gaylord encourages victims of child abuse or neglect to
report the matter. In fact, many professionals are required
by Michigan State law to report suspected abuse or neglect
of a child or minor. Individuals should contact their local
office of the Department of Human Services. If an
allegation involves sexual misconduct of a minor by clergy
or any employee of the Diocese of Gaylord, even if it is in

Petition Drive to End Dismemberment Abortion -
Michigan’s Constitution allows the people to initiate
legislation through a petition drive which cannot be vetoed
by the governor. Currently, the Catholic Church, Right to
Life of Michigan, and other pro-life individuals are
collecting petition signatures for legislation to amend the
state’s partial-birth abortion ban to include a ban on
dismemberment abortion. Organized by the Michigan
Values Life Committee, this effort is the only current
petition drive supported by the Michigan Bishops and
Michigan Catholic Conference.
